Same deal, other league. One thing I learned is that the 90 x 135 pixel in jpg or bmp that Strat recommends is a little forgiving. Some of these were a few pixels beyond that size and seemed to work just fine. A few were also quite distorted because they were too large. Georgia for example was too wide but I had no other way around it but to make it wide to include all the letters. The Strat program then compressed the image lengthwise, distorting it. I used some gif files which I suppose the Dell image “expert” program I have converted to jpg.
Northwoods- I really liked this one. A good moose silhouette with a background of snow-covered evergreens of the Northwest. If Corey doesn’t like it, the “Moose” entry had the most good logos to choose from of any of the teams I searched for.
Taggart- This one also worked nicely with a big T for Taggart then Titans spelled across it.

Palo Alto- I added “Robber Barons” across the bottom myself.

Montreal- This is the Montreal Andy McGaffigan baseball card which otherwise suffers due to the relatively long distance shot. The San Diego card would have been better from that standpoint as it was a close up of his face only.
Port Richey- There were other good Sand crane photos as well. This bird, being a tall animal, fit more naturally in many of the images, as opposed to the “Anteater” which is long but wide on the images.
