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Important Deadlines Coming!

First, league dues of $15 will once again be necessary.  The deadline to have these in to myself is September 30th.  You may send a check payable to myself at the following address (Mark Lentz, 215 Wilson St West, Norwood MN, 55368) or you may pay me via PayPal.  My PayPal id is mudcatgm@yahoo.com.  This latter method is actually quite handy-dandy for me (  Please do not dawdle on your dues.  These funds keep the league website operational and provide for nice trophies and sundry other things (mainly postage).  Thank you.

Also, September 30th is the deadline to submit to Corey and I any rules changes you would like to see implemented in BW.  The next newsletter will contain a ballot for us all to vote on.  Thank you.

Items to Remember in September

First, pay attention to your player usage.  BW allows 103% of a player’s actual AB+BB total.  The game itself calculates a usage percentage and while this is a safe guide I would suggest you break out a calculator if you have to push some players to the limit.  Corey and I will be going through the year-end stats closely.

Second, no BW pitcher may start more than 35 games unless they actually did.  The only two pitchers that this caveat applies to are Messrs. Maddux and Halladay.  

Lastly, there is a 35 man roster limit in the month of September.  That means 35 players max- not a “floating” 35 whereby you end up with 38 players used because you used a different set of 35 at home and on the road.  However, feel free to utilize different home/away rosters to protect yourself against overusage.  But please remember no more than 35 players in total may play.
